John Long, who confessed to taking part in the killing, has not been tried. Five member of the Reeves family, consisted of a father, mother, three children, were killed with an ax on the night of December 24th last, at their farm about eight miles north of Minden.

Hammond, La. 3-23 - Fred Harleton?, the officer was shot and dangerously wounded by Emma Hooker, a Negro woman three weeks ago, the woman being subsequently lynched by unknown parties, died this afternoon as a results of the wounds he received while attempting to affect the arrest of the woman.  Korleton? was a native of Virginia, about 55 years of age, and came to Hammond upwards of 20 years ago.  Prior to coming here he was a salesman for the R.J. Reynolds Tobacco Company. During his residence here he held the office of deputy sheriff, chief of police and constable, which latter position he held at the time of his death.  He was the first marshal appointed for Hammond under the

commission form of government.  He is survived by a widow and two children.
